Page 5 & 6 Reads:

Article VI

THE CONDOMINIUM SUBJECT TO RESTRICTIONS

The condominium Units, Common Property and Limited Common Areas shall be, and the same are hereby declared to be, subject to the restrictions, easements, conditions and covenants prescribed and established herein governing the use of said Condominium Units, Common Property and Limited Common Area and setting forth the obligations and responsibilities incident to ownership of each Condominium Unit and its appurtenant undivided interest in the Common Property; and said Condominium Units, Common Property and Limited Common Areas are further declared to be subject to the restrictions, easements, conditions, and limitations now of record affecting the land and improvements of the Condominium. Each Unit owner will be subject to all rights and duties as set out herein; and when Declarant or any Builder, as the case may be, is the owner of any unsold Units in the Condominium, it will enjoy the same rights of the Unit Owners and assume the same duties of the Unit Owners as the relate to each individual Unit, subject to the provision of Article XXIV B/

ARTICLE I- DEFINITIONS
Section 2. "Owner" shall mean and refer to the record owner, whether one or more persons or entities, of fee simple title to any Lot which is a part of the Properties, including contract sellers
Section 5 from Book 2758 Page 845
“Lot” shall mean and refer to any individual building lot or dwelling lot bordering at any point on McFadyen Lake which is shown upon any recorded subdivision map, and to any other plot of land which borders on McFadyen Lake, with the exception of the Common Area.

ARTICLE III -MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING RIGHTS
Section 2. The Association shall have four classes of membership:

Class A. Class A members shall be all members owning real property bordering on McFadyen Lake with the exception of the Declarants, and shall be entitled to one vote for each Lot owned. When more than one person holds an interest in any Lot, all such persons shall be members.

Ed: Since the principal property of the development was owned by some of MLA original Declarants there can be no question that lot owners would be Class A members of the MLA.  I refer you to the Restated Declaration of Condominium for Lakeshore Harbour Condominiums above and the MLA Covenants outlined above.


Lakeshore Harbour LLC and Luxury Condos LLC meet the definition of Succsessor Declarant but not that of a Class B Member of the MLA because the Class A votes outnumber the votes they would be entitled to if Class B still existed. 
 Class B. The Class B member(s) shall be the Declarants and shall be entitled to three (3) votes for each Lot owned or twelve (12) votes for each acre owned if the property of a Class B member has not been subdivided into lots. The Class B membership shall  cease and be converted to Class A membership on the happening of either of the following events, whichever occurs later: 

(a) when the total votes outstanding in Class A membership equals the total votes outstanding in the Class B membership; or

(b) at such time as Declarants no longer own any Lots.
The two developers and Lakeshore Harbor of Fayetteville HOA meet the requirements of Class A but could by consent and agreement by all parties negotiate a Class D Membership in the MLA .
